Following June’s major legal developments, America has 
been reflecƟng on—and arguing about—motherhood. 
Given the issues involved, it’s not a surprise that the 
conversaƟons in the press, in the wider culture, and in 
our poliƟcal system have focused on motherhood: 
moms and babies. This is just one facet of motherhood, 
however. 
 
As Catholics, we applaud a more expansive view of 
motherhood that includes both its biological and  
spiritual dimensions. This Saturday, the Church will  
celebrate a great exemplar of both natural and  
supernatural motherhood: St. Monica. Famous for  
praying for her wayward son St. AugusƟne to accept the 
Catholic faith, Monica is a perfect illustraƟon for  
spiritual motherhood-at-a-distance. As AugusƟne  
traveled for study and work, Monica was praying back at 
home that he would receive bapƟsm. AŌer his  
conversion, AugusƟne observed that his mother “gave 
birth” to him twice: once naturally and once in the  
order of grace. 
 
In the Arlington Diocese, we are especially blessed with 
two groups of women who share in Monica’s spiritual 
motherhood-at-a-distance: the Poor Clares in Alexandria 
at Mary Mother of the Church Monastery and the  
Dominicans in Linden at Saint Dominic’s Monastery. 
These cloistered religious sisters have special vocaƟons 
to lead hidden, contemplaƟve lives of prayer for the  
salvaƟon of the world. It is only in heaven that we will 
know just how much we have received because of the 
prayers of these holy women. This week, we can pray in 
turn for the “Monica’s” in Alexandria and Linden who do 
so much for all of us.
