Why does Jesus spend so much time with these parables
about vineyards, unworthy servants and innocent
victims? Matthew’s audience are Jewish-Christians who
would understand his allegories. Jesus has been asked
repeatedly about his authority; the Pharisees still, after
all this time, cannot see themselves in His teachings.
They cannot see how they (and Jesus) are fulfilling
scripture even as it is being written. Even the apostles
have difficulty grasping their role in Jesus’ mission. But
Matthew’s audience should see and comprehend the
message: The Lord God sent his son Jesus to right the
path towards salvation.

Today’s parable has easily identifiable characters: the
host of the wedding feast (salvation) is God. The slaves
(prophets) sent to the invited guests (Israelites) are
mistreated and often killed. The second group of guests
are the Gentiles, some good, some “bad” but those who
would answer the invitation. This invitation is a call to
salvation.

So what did they do with the King’s invitation? Some
ignored it; some (in Luke’s version) don’t even bother
making excuses, they just don’t show up. Why? What is
so difficult about attending a wedding feast? Sounds
fun to me. But Jesus’ call is a one of mercy, forgiveness,
of loving one’s enemies, of sacrifice. That does not
sound like a feast. It sounds hard.

And the call to discipleship is hard. Itis hard looking the
other way when people insult you for your beliefs; it is
hard to love that annoying neighbor; it’s hard to
sacrifice your time and your financial blessings to give to
others; it’s hard being Christ-like to those who test your
commitment daily.

It’s hard. But not impossible. For as St. Paul reminds us
in the second reading, “l can do all things in him who
strengthens me.” Saint Paul, like Job, knew “abundance
and being in need.” Both were tested in their faith and
both withstood that test. Believe that God will give you
the grace to be humble during the good times and to be
strong during the bad times. Pray to be God’s servant
first, last and always.

There are many things testing us today in our world, our
nation and our homes. Pope Francis, in Fratelli Tutti
spoke to the divisions we are facing and yet asks us to
remember Saint Francis: to “spread the love of God.”
This is an invitation worth answering.
