“I charge you before God, who gives life to all things...to
keep the commandment without stain or reproach until
the appearance of our Lord Jesus Christ.”

(1 Timothy 6: 13-14)

In this pastoral letter to Timothy, Paul encourages him
to preach the Gospel and defend it against “myths ...
speculations... hypocrisy.” Timothy is to lead the people
to “pursue righteousness, devotion, faith, love, patience
and gentleness” now, because this is what Christ
expects from His followers today. It is not “if” Jesus will
return, but when. So we must be courageous in
following the Lord.

It is easy to become lax in our practice of staying vigilant
for the Lord’s return. It seems so unlikely that it will be
anytime soon. Like a teenager who puts off studying
until the very last moment, we tend to put off being
fully engaged in our faith until a problem arises. Itis
then we feel the greatest need of Him. Yet in these
moments of trial, we can easily be discouraged and
forget to trust and have hope in the Lord. Pope Francis
has said, “If following him seems difficult, don’t be
afraid, trust him, be confident that he is close to you, he
is with you and he will give you the peace you are
looking for and the strength to live as he would have
you do.”

| challenge you this week to make a “spiritual” bucket
list of things you wish to begin or improve. These might
be spending more time reading the bible; getting to
Mass just a little bit earlier or staying just a little
afterwards to pray; praying the rosary; praying together
as a couple; reading more about the faith; spending
more time with family; keeping in touch with a friend;
getting outside and enjoying the beauty of creation;
acknowledging there are some areas in your life that
need healing or forgiveness and seeking this through
the sacrament of confession.

Paul has dared us to “compete well for the faith,” to
better ourselves and the lives of others every day. In so
doing we come nearer to living in glory with our Father.
Saint Mother Teresa too reminds us that “[Y]esterday is
gone, tomorrow has not yet come. We have only today,
let us begin.”
